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Wagf with its various functions and its special position in the Shisite culture can be investigated from various aspects
of sociological, economic, historical, physical, cultural, political, and so on. Waqgf has been very influential in the
establishment and continuity of institutions and religious, religious, cultural, economic, and social centers of the
welfare community and has been the source of many influences. In this research, in a documentary and historical
approach, it has been tried to investigate the effects of social and cultural Wagf in two parts of direct and indirect
effects. The initial readings of the relevant documents indicate the functional diversity of the waqf institution and the
expenditures of the endowments in the Shixi culture, and in particular in the field of study. This feature distinguishes
the wagf entity in the Shi>a religion in relation to waqgf and endowments in other religions. The financial backing of the
endowments, while having direct effects on issues such as the dissemination of the teachings of the religion of Islam
and the Shiite religion, contributes significantly to social cohesion, increased social security and empathy and
convergence among the people, especially in the Shia community of the eastern region as A borderland. Wagf also
consolidates, consolidates
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
